Key Considerations and Risks:
· Separate Tickets:
Self-transfer flights are usually issued as separate tickets. This means each flight has its own terms and conditions, including cancellation and change policies.
· No Airline Responsibility for Connections:
If your first flight is delayed or cancelled, the airline operating your second flight is not obligated to assist you. You may miss your onward journey and be required to purchase a new ticket at your own expense.
· Baggage Handling:
In most cases, you will need to collect your checked baggage after your first flight and check it in again for your next flight. Baggage allowances may also differ between airlines.
· Airport & Immigration Procedures:
You may be required to go through security screening, immigration, and customs at each connection point. Additionally, some countries may require a transit visa, even if you are only passing through.
· Additional Transfers:
If your flights operate from different airports, you will be responsible for arranging and funding your transfer between them.
When It Is Not a Self-Transfer:
If your flights are operated by partner airlines within the same alliance (such as SkyTeam or Star Alliance), your journey may be protected. In such cases, airlines typically transfer your baggage and assist with rebooking if delays occur.
Transfer Protection (Where Applicable):
Some travel providers offer optional transfer protection. This may provide limited assistance, such as rebooking flights if you miss a connection.
